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SUMMER VISITORS ARRIVE AT FERMILAB 

The first of June is a date of transition 
at Fermilab. On June 1, more than 400 people 
who finish the academic school year at univer­
sities and colleges across the U.S. and abroad, 
come to devote several months to experimenting 
at Fermilab. For weeks before, plans have 
been made so that this transition could go 
smoothly and these visitors could quickly be 
settled and ready to do the work for which 
they have come to Fermilab. 

While it will take many more months before 
remodelings and re-arrangements are completed, 
much of the Fermilab Village is gradually 
r e turning to a residential community after 
serving as temporary administrative offices 
for six years. Before that, it was the village 
of Weston, Illinois, a part of the package of 
6,800 acres given by the State of Illinois to 
the former Atomic Energy Commission as a site 
for the construction of Fermilab. 

Twenty-seven houses have been furnished 
and are being rented to visitors this summer. 
Four permanent dormitories, and another temp­
orary dormitory, provide quarters for 83 
single visitors. The 18 units in Aspen East 
provide single and double sleeping rooms; 11 
other apartments have been created in the farm 
houses on Sauk Circle. 

Among the groups most directly involved in 
the experimenter's migration are the Housing 
and Travel offices of Personnel Services, headed 
by Dorothy Carlson; Site Services, headed by 
Dave Sauer; the Guest Office, run by Janice 
Roberts, and the Users Office. During the past 
weekend, the first two groups supervised a com­
plete turn-over of the on-site living accomoda­
tions for visitors. The Housing Office, led 
by Mrs. Carlson, with Gerry Dean and Sammy 
Rumple, first managed the exit by the people 
whose nine-month leases terminated on June 1. 
They then rolled up their collective sleeves 
and with the assistance of Site Services and 
the crews of Mercury Management, and Don Smith 
and Paul Bishop of T & M Contracts, all of the 
residences were cleaned and refurbished for 
occupancy by new tenants on Monday, June 3rd.

IN MEMORIAM 

LAWRENCE MILLER 

Lawrence Miller, 64, an employee of Advance Industrial Security, 
Inc., died while at work at the Fermi National Accelerator Laboratory, 
Batavia, on June 1, 1975. He had been assigned to Fermilab since May, 
1974. An autopsy performed by the DuPage County Coroner's office 
determined that the death was due to heart disease. 

At the time of his death, Miller was stationed at a desk in the 
reception area of the Meson Detector Building at Fermilab. He was 
last seen alive at 1:00 a.m. at this station. At 1:15 two Fermilab 
employees discovered his body lying on the floor next to his chair.

Efforts to revive Miller at the scene by Laboratory first aid personnel and DuPage 
County Sheriff's officers were not successful. He was taken by the Fermilab ambulance 
to Central DuPage Hospital, Winfield, where he was pronounced dead on arrival. 

Miller, who resided at 900 Hill Avenue, Aurora, is survived by his widow and two 
sons, Lawrence Jr., and Gary D., both of Aurora. 

Chief J. Monningh, Advance Industrial Security, Inc., said, "Officer Miller was a 
dedicated and efficient security officer. He was liked and respected by his fellow 
officers and by the Laboratory employees with whom he came in contact." 

Funeral services were held at St. Theresa Church, Aurora, at 9:30a.m., Tuesday, 
June 3. The family has requested that memorials be made to the Heart Fund or other 
charities.
